2-3 years. New areas of operations such as Rare Earths in 
Ambadongar, Gujarat or Atomic Minerals in Odisha and Tamil 
Nadu are also in advanced stage of seeing the light of the day.  

New products were also developed by your company based 
on rigorous efforts put in by the R&D team based on strategic/ 
market requirement which will add to the product profile of the 
Company in the upcoming fiscal. 

Continuing with its branding initiatives, the Company has 
adopted a new  website conveying renewed approach, 
redefined commitments, and increased engagement with 
stakeholders. The expectations of establishing global footprint 
is also on the anvil. 

Caring for the community has always been a cornerstone of 
your Company’s operations which has helped keeping up 
with the aspirations of the local populace around its operating 
units through its CSR wing and this year your Company has 
spent much more than the stipulations under Companies Act. 
Further, with the onset of Covid-19, wide spread activities 
such as distribution of essential food items, masks, sanitizers, 
tablets to assist students in online education, sanitization 
of villages, offices of district administrations in Ganjam, 
nearby Industry houses etc were extensively carried out as a 
responsible Corporate entity. The Company is also following 
the best practices under Corporate Governance.

Macroeconomic landscape

Urban India and the world at large, continue to fight the 
growing menace of the pandemic, simultaneously on the 
health and economic front. The International Monetary Fund 
(IMF) has projected global output to contract by 4.9 % in 2020, 
while OECD’s projections are harsher at 7.6 %.

To fight output contraction, public authorities across the globe 
announced a huge fiscal stimulus estimated at USD 11 trillion, 
with Indian Government declaring a financial stimulus of Rs. 20 
lakh crore, close to 10% of the Indian GDP.  With the Hon’ble 
Prime Minister’s call for Self Reliant India movement and his 
vision on the five pillars of Atmanirbhar Bharat comprising of 
Economy, Infrastructure, System, Vibrant Demography and

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Demand, many Industries have undertaken bold reforms to 
drive towards self-reliance. IREL on its part is contributing 
towards Atmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyan by various strategic and 
commercial initiatives.

With India unlocking, the worst seems to be over as high-
frequency indicators show an improvement from the 
unprecedented trough the economy had hit in April 2020.

Downside risks to global recovery stem from an over-leverage 
in the non-financial sector including external debt financing 
risks, simmering trade and geo-political tensions, and 
unprecedented COVID-19 induced unemployment losses, 
etc. 

On the external front, India continued to attract robust foreign 
direct investment (FDI). This reflected the unshaken belief of 
foreign investors in India’s macro economic fundamentals. 

Mining & quarrying sector, despite being exempt from 
lockdown, suffered a fall in output. Among mined products, 
off-take of coal shrank and production of crude oil and natural 
gas declined. However, I am happy to state that IREL has 
been able to hold on to its operations, domestic and export 
commitments till date. 

The future economic recovery of India is crucially linked to how 
the COVID-19 infection curve evolves across states of India. 
Risks on account of rising COVID-19 cases and intermittent 
state lockdowns remain.

Business environment & industry structure

IREL fortunes are closely linked to fortunes of various end of 
the chain application sectors like aviation, paints & pigments, 
real estate/construction industry, metals, petroleum industry, 
electronics, etc. In addition, ups and downs in the MSME 
sector which IREL has been nurturing for a long time also 
impacts the performance of the company. The world GDP 
growth reduced to 2.9% in 2019 with India’s GDP growth rate 
also taking a hit and going below 5 % for first time since 2008-
09. 

The major titanium bearing mineral, ilmenite, has advantage 
of bulk domestic buyers being in the vicinity of the Mineral 
Units. On the international front, Asia (including China) and 
Europe continue to remain important markets. As regards 
Rutile, the domestic welding electrode market stayed upbeat 
and IREL was able to reap the benefit of this market segment 
with sustained sales.

The low demand for Zircon from a large consuming sector 
– ceramics was more than made up by refractories and 
chemical sector. However, Indian Steel industry which 
is major consumer of refractories made from Sillimanite

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struggled during the year. On account of the ongoing turmoil 
in petroleum sector, Garnet market showed signs of softening, 
further, there was a shift in demand from coarse to fine grade. 

The rare earths market remained subdued with prices 
gradually reducing during the course of the year.

Outlook:

Major economies will see a loss of the value in their gross 
domestic product (GDP) and the eminent scenario of recession 
will come into play. India, which the world has witnessed as 
one of the fastest growing economies in the world, is set to 
see a negative GDP growth during 2020-21 as per RBI’s 
estimate. The economic fallout depends on factors that 
interact in ways that are hard to predict, including the pathway 
of the pandemic, the intensity and efficacy of containment 
efforts, the extent of supply disruptions, the repercussions of 
the dramatic tightening in global financial market conditions, 
shifts in spending patterns, behavioural changes (such as 
people avoiding shopping malls and public transportation), 
confidence effects, and volatile commodity prices.

Many countries are facing a multi-layered crisis comprising 
of health shock, domestic economic disruptions, plummeting 
external demand, capital flow reversals, and a collapse in 
commodity prices. Risks of worse outcome predominated. The 
actual impact and the duration for the situation to normalize is 
very difficult to gauge at this juncture. However, the same is 
likely to be worse than the 2009 Global Financial Crisis and 
may follow the footsteps of the Great Depression.

IREL’s Outlook:

The economic damage caused by the COVID-19 pandemic is 
largely driven by a fall in demand, meaning that there are no 
consumers to purchase the goods and services available in 
the global economy. IREL’s products having niche applications 
are bound to take a hit in the coming days, as all Governments 
will focus on developing the core sectors initially, after which 
the demand for the niche will develop. 

The pandemic has affected infrastructure activities and 
demand for housing, cars, travel, consumer goods and 
essentials which are drivers of demand for IREL’s product.

The end of the value chain products of IREL are lifestyle 
products whose growth is closely co-related to the growth in 
GDP. With GDP growth of most of the world economies being 
forecast to be negative for at least a year or so, the near-term 
outlook does not look encouraging for IREL.

China seems to be emerging out from the effects of the 
Covid-19 pandemic. China has been driving force of demand 
for Ilmenite in the recent past. However, the political equations

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of China with the advanced economies especially the USA 
seem to be at a nadir and may impact the Chinese economy. 
In June 2020, the standoff between India and China in Ladakh 
has created anti-China sentiments in India and trade between 
the two countries would be depending upon Government of 
India policies. This and the fact that the demand for end of the 
segment products has waned will ultimately decide the market 
dynamics for titanium feedstocks.

Zircon market that showed signs of softening is likely to be 
impacted further and holding the prices and demand to the 
level of 2019-20 would be a difficult task.

The petroleum industry is in doldrums due to drastic drop in 
demand resulting from sharp reduction in road and air traffic 
as well as economic activities. The unmanageable prices 
are resulting in shutdown of rigs. This phenomenon will have 
direct bearing on demand for Garnet as petroleum industry is 
the major consumer of this product. Even the demand for rare 
earths that go in the fuel cracking catalyst will be impacted 
negatively with reduced refining activity.

Automobile industry that drives the demand for steel, paints 
and magnets which in turn are demand drivers for Sillimanite, 
Ilmenite and Rare Earths has plummeted. The EV car projects 
expected to boost demand for Rare Earth Magnets are likely 
to be put on a backburner as the industry will take some time 
to come back on rail.

For IREL, there will be challenges in evacuating the production 
as the year progresses as the demand drivers are likely to 
remain subdued.

Overall, the outlook is negative for 2020-21 with most 
industries, likely to pass through difficult times.

Centralized monitoring and control of statutory 
compliances is enabled through database dashboards. 
Units are sensitized for complying with the statutory 
requirements at regular intervals. Manavalakurichi 
and OSCOM units are continuing their operations in a 
sustainable manner. OSCOM has deposited the statutory 
fees as desired under Stage-I Forest Clearance towards 
obtaining the Stage-II Forest Clearance. Chavara Unit is 
in the final stage of receiving the environment clearances 
for its mining lease areas. LTO office establishes the 
processes & tools for proactive information gathering 
and structuring of regulatory requirements.

4.0	 Production

4.1	 Mineral Production of the Company stood at 4.45 lakh 
tons which indicates growth by about 23 % compared 
to last fiscal. While OSCOM unit operated at about 92% 
to its licensed capacity, there was substantial growth 
in mineral production in MK unit, which grew by about 
45% compared to last fiscal. Production in Chavara was 
marred by issues pertaining to surface rights, complex 
socio-political issues, agitation by locals who were 
instigated by groups having vested interests, etc leading 
to reduced collection of feed material.

10.1.2	As the year went by the world economic, outlook was 
revised downwards with GDP growth of major nations 
during 2019 being lesser than the previous year. While 
the world GDP growth reduced to 2.9% in 2019, India’s 
GDP growth rate also taking a hit and going below 5% 
for first time since 2008-09. To boost the sagging growth, 
the Government of India had to come up with various 
initiatives - the significant being reduction in corporate 
tax rates.

10.1.3	Bulk domestic consumers of Ilmenite are located in 
the vicinity of the Mineral Separation Plants of IREL. 
On the international front, China has consolidated its 
position in the TiO2 pigment market and remains one 
of the important markets along with other geographical 
markets in Europe and Asia.

10.1.4 The demand for Zircon from a large consuming sector 
– ceramics was low. However, demand from customer 
segment in the refractories and chemical sector more 
than made up for the same.

10.1.5 The welding electrode market in India stayed upbeat 
and IREL was able to reap the benefit of this market 
sentiment with sustained sales of Rutile.

10.1.6	Indian Steel industry which is major consumer of 
refractories made from Sillimanite struggled during the 
year.

10.1.7 The market for Garnet showed some signs of softening 
as the last quarter of the year approached on account of 
the ongoing turmoil in petroleum industry. The demand 
seemed to shift from Coarse to finer variety with end-
users.

10.1.8 The rare earths market remained subdued with prices 
gradually reducing during the course of the year.

10.1.9 At the end of the third quarter, Corona virus epidemic 
started in Wuhan province of China in December 2019. 
Within no time the same engulfed various regions of 
China and then spread to many other western countries. 
India was also not left unaffected and the Central 
Government had to come up with nationwide lockdown 
in end-March 2020 to curb the Covid-19 pandemic. This 
had some impact on sales of IREL as orders on hand 
in the last week of March 2020 could not be executed.

10.4	 Segment-wise or Product-wise performance

10.4.1	For Beach Sand Mineral (BSM) producers world 
over, Ilmenite is usually the main product. For IREL 
too Ilmenite continues to be the mainstay. Ilmenite 
contributed to about 72% of sales of over 467 thousand 
tons of BSM. In value terms, Ilmenite’s contribution was 
about 46 %.

10.4.2	IREL has a unique basket of BSMs which includes 
Rutile, Zircon, Sillimanite, Garnet, Rare Earth bearing 
mineral and Leucoxene besides Ilmenite.

10.4.3	The sales of BSM contributed 88 % to the revenue kitty 
of IREL with chemicals contributing the balance 12 %.

10.4.4	The TiO2 industry that is the major end-user of IREL’s 
Ilmenite was more or less stable with demand keeping 
pace with supply.

10.4.5	Zircon and Rutile’s contribution to IREL’s revenue was 
about 26 %. These products are mainly consumed by 
the MSME sector in India with the former being used 
in production of Ceramics, Refractories, Foundry and 
Zirconium Chemicals and the later for production of 
welding electrodes.

10.4.6	IREL has also given more thrust on Garnet and 
Sillimanite during the year. The concerted efforts in this 
direction resulted in these minerals contributing to 15% 
of the revenue from about 10% in the earlier year.

10.4.7	Higher sales of Chemicals to the tune of 31% in volume 
can be attributed Company’s efforts to lay emphasis 
on sale of Chemicals aimed at diversifying the product 
portfolio.

10.4.8	On the production front, IREL has been able to step up 
the production of minerals by about 30 % at its OSCOM 
unit after receipt of environment clearance and consent 
to operate. This was one of the factors for increased 
sales of BSM and higher revenue generation.

10.5	 Outlook

10.5.1The Covid-19 pandemic that started from China in 
December 2019 has engulfed the entire world. It is 
very difficult to predict economic damage from global 
COVID-19 novel coronavirus. However, it is predicted, 
most major economies will see a loss of the value in 
their gross domestic product (GDP) over 2020 – thus 
ushering in recession. As per the RBI estimate, India 
which has been one of the fastest growing economy in 
the world, is set to see a negative GDP growth during 
2020-21. The actual impact and the duration for the 
situation to normalize is very difficult to gauge at this 
juncture.

10.5.2The pandemic has affected infrastructure activities and 
demand for housing, cars, travel, consumer goods 
and essentials which are drivers of demand for IREL’s 
product.

10.5.3The end of the value chain products of IREL are 
lifestyle products whose growth is closely co-related 
to the growth in GDP. With GDP growth of most of the 
world economies being forecast to be negative for at 
least a year or so, the near-term outlook does not look 
encouraging for IREL.

10.5.4IREL’s bulk domestic ilmenite customers are located 
in the vicinity of the plants. This is the advantage on 
which IREL is banking on for sustained sales in 2020-
21. China and Japan which are the major markets 
have almost recovered from the Covid-19 impact. 
The demand from these markets would be crucial. 
The end application markets like Paints (construction, 
automobile, infrastructure), Aviation (travel & tourism), 
may take longer to recover as there are negative growth 
projections for these industry for 2020. This would impact 
the markets of the buyers (TiO2/SR/Slag producers) in 
the long run and consequently, take a toll on optimistic 
outlook presented.

10.5.5Rutile/Leucoxene are used for producing welding 
electrodes – impact on infrastructure, automobile, 
construction/real estate sector will determine the 
demand. Further, major customers are MSME. How this 
sector copes up with the situation will also be crucial for 
sales of these products.

10.5.6 End-user segment of Zircon viz. Ceramics, Refractories 
and Foundry industry are mostly in MSME sector 
and are heavily reliant on housing/real estate sector, 
infrastructure, Steel industry and Automobile industry 
which are likely to take longer to recover from the impact 
of the Covid-19 pandemic.

10.5.7Sillimanite end-use segment of Refractory manufacturers 
is heavily dependent on steel industry which relies on 
infrastructure and automobile industry whose outlook is 
negative for the coming year. Steel industry is already in 
a very bad shape and may require stimulus for smooth 
operations.

10.5.8The petroleum industry is in doldrums due to drastic 
drop in demand resulting from sharp reduction in 
road and air traffic as well as economic activities. The 
unmanageable prices are resulting in shutdown of rigs. 
This phenomenon will have direct bearing on demand 
for Garnet as petroleum industry is the major consumer 
of this product. Even the demand for rare earths that go 
in the fuel cracking catalyst will be impacted negatively 
with reduced refining activity.

10.5.9Rare Earth Magnets used in Automobiles, Consumer 
Durables, Smart Phones, Windmill, etc. are major end-
use application for rare earths. The sales of most of 
these end of the chain markets are likely to see double 
digit reduction, this includes EV market that is a potential 
demand driver for Neodymium, Praseodymium and 
other magnetic rare earths in times to come. Demand 
for rare earths from Petroleum (FCC), Auto catalyst, 
Metallurgy, Polishing industry will stay subdued as the 
end-use industry would take longer to come out from the 
Covid-19 impact.

10.5.10 The Government of India has come out with a ` Twenty 
Lakh Crore package to tackle the unprecedented 
situation. It is expected that the same will provide 
some succor to the industry at large. IREL on its part 
is contributing towards Atmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyan 
by various strategic and commercial initiatives. The 
Company is also actively engaging with the MSME 
segment considering this customer base as the real 
demand driver for the nation.

10.5.11 Due to the uncertainties and negative outlook for 
demand drivers for IREL’s products, the year would 
throw many challenges for IREL and the Company is 
taking steps to minimize the impact of the Covid-19 
pandemic to the best possible extent.

Comments on Balance Sheet
Assets
Non-Current Assets
Capital Work in Progress (Note-4): Rs. 3,916.43 lakh

The Company awarded (August 2019) a work for 
construction of solid waste trench at a cost of Rs. 239.31 lakh 
for capacity of 1500 m3• As on  31 March 2020 around three 
fourth part of the work was completed and an amount of 
Rs. 170.36 lakh was accounted as capital work in progress. 
Out of capital work in progress, company utilized and filled 
capacity of 400 m3 in trench with solid waste during 2019-
20. But did not make provision for proportionate diminution 
in value of capital work in progress amounting to Rs. 63.82 
lakh which is also in contravention of company’s accounting 
policy 1.4. This has resulted in overstatement of capital 
work in progress by Rs. 63.82 lakh and overstatement of 
profit for the year by the same amount.

Further company had awarded (July 2018) a work for 
construction of solid waste trench at a cost of Rs. 200.82 
lakh for capacity of 1500 m3. Against actual cost of Rs. 
230.67 lakh capacity of 700 m3 was utilized in 2018 - 19 
(proportionate amortization Rs. 107.47 lakh) and remaining 
800 m3 in 2019 - 20  (proporiionate amortization Rs. 123.20 
lakh). A reference is invited to para 42 of Ind AS 8 which 
states that an entity shall correct material

prior period errors retrospectively in the first set of financial 
statements approved for issue after their discovery by restating 
the comparative amounts for the prior period presented in 
which the error occurred.  Thus diminution in value of capital 
work in progress in 2018-19 amounting to Rs. 107.47 lakh 
charged in financial statements of 2019 - 20 has resulted in 
non- compliance of Ind AS 8.

The Audit observation is pertaining to two nos. of solid 
trenches having capacity 1500cum each.

(1) The work of the first trench was started in 2018-19 and 
completed in 2019-20 at value of Rs. 230.67 lakh. The 
proportionate value to the quantities filled up (700cum during 
2018-19 & 800cum during 2019-20) is Rs. 107.47 lakh and 
Rs. 123.20 lakh respectively. Audit observation, in this 
regard is, Rs. 107.47 lakh would have been booked under 
prior period expenses instead of fully charged to current year 
account. (2) The work of the 2nd trench which was placed at 
cost of Rs. 293.31 lakh, 71% (valuing Rs.170.36 lakh) was 
completed during 2019-20 and balance is expected to be 
completed by Oct’ 2020. Since 400 cum filled during 2019-
20, Audit observed that proportionate amount of Rs. 63.82 
lakh should have been capitalized and amortized during 
2019-20.

Management contention in this regards is :-

a) Value of trenches can only be capitalized when the work 
pertaining to the trench is completed and it can’t be 
capitalized in part in compartment due to its nature of 
construction and operation.

b)As per accounting policy para no - 1.9, prior period expense 
is recognized only when any expenditure arising in current 
year as a result of errors or omission exceeding Rs. 10 lakh 
or 1% of operating revenue whichever is higher.

Since Rs. 107.47 lakh is within the 1% limit, the same is not 
recognized as prior period expenses. Based on the above, 
the amount of Rs. 230.67 lakh was capitalized and amortized 
/  depreciated during 2019 - 20 and Rs. 63.82 lakh was not 
booked as expenditure for the year. 
However, management shall review and make changes 
in the present Accounting policy in view of providing 
for expenditures in this regard. In order to account the 
expenditure in the year in which the activity of solid waste is 
dumped in the trenches is being made.

Other Current Financial Assets (Note-16) : Rs. 4,791.72 
lakh
The above includes claims receivable of Rs.513.24 lakh 
towards reprocessing losses of minerals recoverable from 
a private party which had gone into arbitration against the 
company. The arbitration award (13 March 2020) restrict the 
claim of company on private party to Rs. 362.10 lakh. Till 
the adoption of financial statement by Board of Directors, 
Company had not filed appeal against the award. 
Thus recovery of balance claims recoverable is            doubtful 
of recovery and company should have made provision for 
the same in books. Non-provisioning for claims doubtful 
of recovery has resulted in overstatement of other current 
financial assets and profit for the year by Rs.151.14 lakh.

1. Provision of Rs 151.14 Lakh was not created as decision 
of Arbitration is under scrutiny by Company and limitation 
period for arbitration award (dated 13th March 2020) has not 
expired till signing of Financial Statement of the Company.

2. In view of Lockdown, Supreme Court had given decision to 
effect “In case the limitation has expired after 15.03.2020, 
then the period from 15.03.2020 till the date on which the 
lockdown is lifted in the jurisdictional area where dispute 
lies or where cause of action arises shall be extended for 
a period of 15 days after lifting of lockdown”.

3. Further M/s OSL aggrieved by the arbitration award 
has intimated that they prefer appeal in higher forum 
challenging the same.

 IREL assures that applicability of Provisions under IND AS

note although the amount claimed is higher than the 
rate at which the revenue is estimated, the rate of Rs. 
13,557/- (which was approved for F.Y. 2010-11) has been 
consistently taken for initial estimation from F.Y. 2010-
11 to F.Y. 2019-20, since the approved rate is usually 
intimated by GOI after a lag of approximately three 
years. Upon receipt of such approval, the differential 
sum is recognized. Accordingly, GOI has approved in FY 
19-20 the rate of Rs.18,733 and Rs. 28806 /- per kg for 
supplies effected in 2016-17 and the differential impact 
of Rs. 1393 Lakhs has been recognized as revenue in 
the current year.

2.	 The RED plant at Alwaye has undertaken manufacture 
of ND Pr Oxalate (More than 99% Purity) which has 
applications in electric cars, e-mobility and renewable 
energy. Commercial production of requisite grade 
of purity has commenced last year. For commercial 
reasons the inventory of Rs. 7.53 Crores (50.56 MT) as at 
01.04.2019 has increased by Rs. 20.84 Crores (133.65 
MT) in the year under consideration.  Accordingly the 
sum of Rs. 28.37 Crores (184.21 MT) is carried as part 
of closing inventory. Management has explained that 
inventory of this rare earth product is built up for meeting 
the requirements of e-mobility plan of Government of 
India (GOI) and other strategic reasons. Since it has a 
long shelf life no part of the said inventory is considered 
impaired.    

3.	 We draw attention to Note 47.4 to the standalone 
financial statements, which explains the uncertainties 
and management’s assessment of the financial impact, 
if any, due to the lockdown and other restrictions 
imposed by the Government and condition related to 
the COVID-19 pandemic situation, for which definitive 
assessment of the impact would highly depend upon 
circumstances as they evolve in the subsequent period.

Our opinion is not modified in respect of the above matters.

Key Audit Matters

Key audit matters are those matters that, in our professional 
judgment, were of most significance in our audit of the financial 
statements of the current period owing to events that occurred 
in the period of the audit. These matters were addressed 
in the context of our audit of the financial statements as a 
whole, and in forming our opinion thereon, and we do not 
provide a separate opinion on these matters.  Considering

Comments on Balance Sheet
Assets
Non-Current Assets
Capital Work in Progress (Note-4): Rs. 3,916.43 lakh
The Company awarded (August 2019) a work 
for construction of solid waste trench at a cost of 
Rs. 239.31 lakh for capacity of 1500 m3• As on  
31 March 2020 around three fourth part of the work 
was completed and an amount of Rs. 170.36 lakh was 
accounted as capital work in progress. Out of capital work 
in progress, company utilized and filled capacity of 400 
m3 in trench with solid waste during 2019-20. But did 
not make provision for proportionate diminution in value 
of capital work in progress amounting to Rs. 63.82 lakh 
which is also in contravention of company’s accounting 
policy 1.4. This has resulted in overstatement of capital 
work in progress by Rs. 63.82 lakh and overstatement of 
profit for the year by the same amount.
Further company had awarded (July 2018) a work for 
construction of solid waste trench at a cost of Rs. 200.82 
lakh for capacity of 1500 m3. Against actual cost of  
Rs. 230.67 lakh capacity of 700 m3 was utilized in  
2018 - 19 (proportionate amortization Rs. 107.47 lakh) 
and remaining 800 m3 in 2019 - 20  (proporiionate 
amortization Rs. 123.20 lakh). A reference is invited 
to para 42 of Ind AS 8 which states that an entity shall 
correct material
prior period errors retrospectively in the first set of financial 
statements approved for issue after their discovery by 
restating the comparative amounts for the prior period 
presented in which the error occurred.  Thus diminution 
in value of capital work in progress in 2018-19 amounting 
to Rs. 107.47 lakh charged in financial statements of  
2019 - 20 has resulted in non- compliance of Ind AS 8.

The Audit observation is pertaining to two nos. of solid trenches 
having capacity 1500cum each. 
(1)    The work of the first trench was started in 2018-19 and 

completed in 2019-20 at value of Rs. 230.67 lakh. The 
proportionate value to the quantities filled up (700cum 
during 2018-19 & 800cum during 2019-20) is Rs. 107.47 
lakh and Rs. 123.20 lakh respectively. Audit observation, 
in this regard is, Rs. 107.47 lakh would have been 
booked under prior period expenses instead of fully 
charged to current year account. (2) The work of the 2nd 
trench which was placed at cost of Rs. 293.31 lakh, 71% 
(valuing Rs.170.36 lakh) was completed during 2019-20 
and balance is expected to be completed by Oct’ 2020. 
Since 400 cum filled during 2019-20, Audit observed 
that proportionate amount of Rs. 63.82 lakh should have 
been capitalized and amortized during 2019-20.

Management contention in this regards is :-

a)     Value of trenches can only be capitalized when the work 
pertaining to the trench is completed and it can’t be 
capitalized in part in compartment due to its nature of 
construction and operation.

b)      As per accounting policy para no - 1.9, prior period expense 
is recognized only when any expenditure arising in current 
year as a result of errors or omission exceeding Rs. 10 lakh 
or 1% of operating revenue whichever is higher.

Since Rs. 107.47 lakh is within the 1% limit, the same is not 
recognized as prior period expenses. Based on the above, 
the amount of Rs. 230.67 lakh was capitalized and amortized 
/  depreciated during 2019 - 20 and Rs. 63.82 lakh was not 
booked as expenditure for the year. 
However, management shall review and make changes in the 
present Accounting policy in view of providing for expenditures 
in this regard. In order to account the expenditure in the year 
in which the activity of solid waste is dumped in the trenches 
is being made.

2. Current Assets / Financial Assets / Other Current 
Financial Assets (Note-16) : Rs. 4,791.72 lakh
The above includes claims receivable of Rs.513.24 lakh 
towards reprocessing losses of minerals recoverable from 
a private party which had gone into arbitration against the 
company. The arbitration award (13 March 2020) restrict 
the claim of company on private party to Rs. 362.10 
lakh. Till the adoption of financial statement by Board 
of Directors, Company had not filed appeal against the 
award. 
Thus recovery of balance claims recoverable is doubtful 
of recovery and company should have made provision for 
the same in books. Non-provisioning for claims doubtful 
of recovery has resulted in overstatement of other current 
financial assets and profit for the year by Rs.151.14 lakh.

1. Provision of Rs 151.14 Lakh was not created as decision 
of Arbitration is under scrutiny by Company and limitation 
period for arbitration award (dated 13th March 2020) has not 
expired till signing of Financial Statement of the Company.

2. In view of Lockdown, Supreme Court had given decision to 
effect “In case the limitation has expired after 15.03.2020, 
then the period from 15.03.2020 till the date on which the 
lockdown is lifted in the jurisdictional area where dispute 
lies or where cause of action arises shall be extended for a 
period of 15 days after lifting of lockdown”.

3. Further M/s OSL aggrieved by the arbitration award has 
intimated that they prefer appeal in higher forum challenging 
the same.

The above does not include Rs. 41 lakh being the cost 
of backfilling and leveling of the mined out area. This 
also resulted in understatement of current provisions for 
liabilities by overstatement of profit for the year by same 
amount.

The provisioning of expenses not considered in financial 
statements estimated to be Rs. 41/-lacs pertains to dozing & 
levelling work to be carried out in Standing Mining Plants (SMP) 
at Oscom of 37.01 Acres. The actual cost of the activities can 
be ascertained only on completion of the mining by SMP’s.

Since the amount of expenditure estimated was not considered 
material, hence was planned to be booked in the year of the 
activity being undertaken.

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Emphasis of Matter

We draw attention to the following matters:

1.	 Note number 27 to the consolidated financial statements 
regarding the rate per kg. adopted for estimation of 
revenue in regard to compensation / processing charges 
for Nuclear Grade Ammonium Di-uranate (NGADU). 
The company receives these charges from Government 
of India (GOI) for the NGADU processed by it. The 
rates for such processing are determined by the GOI 
taking into consideration various factors, including level 
of output, actual cost incurred etc. As mentioned in the 
note although the amount claimed is higher than the 
rate at which the revenue is estimated, the rate of Rs. 
13,557/- (which was approved for F.Y. 2010-11) has been 
consistently taken for initial estimation from F.Y. 2010-
11 to F.Y. 2019-20, since the approved rate is usually 
intimated by GOI after a lag of approximately three 
years. Upon receipt of such approval, the differential 
sum is recognized. Accordingly, GOI has approved in FY 
19-20 the rate of Rs.18,733 and Rs. 28806 /- per kg for 
supplies effected in 2016-17 and the differential impact 
of Rs. 1393 Lakhs has been recognized as revenue in 
the current year.

2.	 The RED plant at Alwaye has undertaken manufacture 
of ND Pr Oxalate (More than 99% Purity) which has 
applications in electric cars, e-mobility and renewable 
energy. Commercial production of requisite grade 
of purity has commenced last year. For commercial 
reasons the inventory of Rs. 7.53 Crores (50.56 MT) as at 
01.04.2019 has increased by Rs. 20.84 Crores (133.65 
MT) in the year under consideration.  Accordingly the 
sum of Rs. 28.37 Crores (184.21 MT) is carried as part 
of closing inventory. Management has explained that 
inventory of this rare earth product is built up for meeting 
the requirements of e-mobility plan of Government of 
India (GOI) and other strategic reasons. Since it has a 
long shelf life no part of the said inventory is considered 
impaired.

3.	 We draw attention to Note 47.4 to the consolidated 
financial statements, which explains the uncertainties 
and management’s assessment of the financial impact, 
if any, due to the lockdown and other restrictions 
imposed by the Government and condition related to 
the COVID-19 pandemic situation, for which definitive 
assessment of the impact would highly depend upon 
circumstances as they evolve in the subsequent period.

Our opinion is not modified in respect of the above matters.

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Key Audit Matters

from remote location. 
As a result, we have 
relied completely on 
digital /electronic or other 
evidence as a part of our 
audit process effective 
from 24th March 2020 
till the date of this report.  
Had we been physically 
present at the Company 
premises, we would 
have otherwise carried 
out physical verification 
of inventory and assets 
at the year end, audited 
the various units through 
system output taken 
directly at site, verified 
the physical copies of 
critical documents and 
we would have collected 
the audit evidence in 
physical copies.

When undertaking Phase I of the 
statutory audit, our audit teams 
had visited all the plants and 
carried out on site audit in normal 
course. No significant unexplained 
or irregular transaction had come 
to light in the course of this audit. 
Subsequent to the lockdown 
being effected; based on our 
earlier samples and experience, 
we have  carried out the validation 
of the digital / electronic inputs and 
data and evidence provided by 
the management by performing 
the following procedures:

a.	 Obtaining reports in regard to 
Physical Verification from the
